“The fashion industry has been well recognized as one of the main sources of 
income for Thailand, and has demonstrated continuous growth over the past five 
years.  A major contribution to this positive growth,” said Mrs. Rastapana, “is the 
dynamic joining of forces between the government and private sectors to extend 
competitive advantages and promote sustainable development.”

Indeed partnership has been an enduring theme for BIFF & BIL. In 2009 the fair 
took a leap forward into the regional community by embracing the theme 
“ASEAN Fashion Plus,” thus paving the way for cooperation in promoting ASEAN 
fashion as a singular identity with Thailand serving as a gateway for the best 
textiles, apparel and leather the region has to offer. 

This year the tradition has been carried on with the inception of “BIFF & BIL 2010, 
ASEAN Integration Textiles – Apparel – Leather.” As Director General Mrs. 
Rastapana noted in her speech: “BIFF & BIL 2010 will continue the collaborative 
effort of the ASEAN countries in showcasing the potential of the ASEAN fashion 
industry.”

This year’s fair is being promoted under the banner of “Look East,” capitalizing 
on the global trend of buyers and consumers seeking new destinations for 
emerging talent, world-class quality and unsurpassed value.

Mr. Pilan Thammongkol, Chairman of The National Federation of Thai Textile 
Industries said, “BIFF & BIL is set to be an important platform for enhancing the 
creativity of Thai people, which is a driving force behind the success of the Thai 
fashion industry. With 14-15% growth projected for the textile sector this year, 
BIFF & BIL provides up-and-coming designers and local manufacturers an 
impressive opportunity to stay updated on new trends and understand the needs 
of consumers.”

In addition to the extensive collection of domestic textiles, apparel and 
leather products throughout the  exhibition center, a number of 
specialized pavilions will be created to showcase international products. 
Among these will be the ASEAN Pavilion, an extension of last year’s fair 
that seeks to highlight the best and brightest designers and 
manufacturers throughout the region. With full cooperation from all 10  
member ASEAN countries, the ASEAN Pavilion seeks to be the definitive 
source of high quality, stylish ASEAN fashion.

From the world of textiles and apparel, exciting new product 
developments have emerged as a result of the Textile and Apparel 
Development for Export to Japan under JTEPA Framework – a project 
that seeks to leverage Thai and Japanese involvement to better suit the 
needs of the Japanese market. Funded by Japan’s Ministry of Economy 
of Trade and Industry (METI), the program functions by having specialists 
from Japan offer advice to participating Thai manufacturers, such as the 
well-known Thai Num Choke Textile and Well Garment companies, on 
marketing strategies, emerging opportunities, fashion trends, and 
manufacturing techniques. Visiting specialists include Mr. Shigeru 
Furumiya, a marketing specialist from the Japan Textile Importer 
Association (JTIA), Prof. Tadao Takeuchi, a fashion trend specialist from 
Bunka Fashion Graduate University, and Mr. Akio Homma, a dyeing and 
finishing specialist. The results of this remarkable endeavor will be 
showcased for all to see at BIFF & BIL 2010, including 20 design works 
by designers of the Bunka Fashion Graduate University

Despite challenges presented to the industry due to political 
disturbances in late 2008, the Thai textiles industry is rebounding 
quickly with an expected growth of 10-15% for 2010. According to 
Mr. Pongsak Assakul of The Thai Textile Manufacturing Association, 
at least part of the credit is owed to development of the Source 
ASEAN Full Service Alliance, or SAFSA. Supported by the US Agency 
for International Development (USAID), the project is a cooperation
between 10 countries of the ASEAN Federation of Textile Industries 
(AFTEX) and the ASEAN Competitiveness Enhancement (ACE) 
Project. The objective is to pair textile manufacturers and garment 
producers with buyers, with the single aim of promoting ASEAN 
countries as a center of trade and service, as well as responding to 
textile and apparel demands of the global market.

Participants of the SAFSA Project consist of textile and clothing 
entrepreneurs from ASEAN member countries, which include Brunei, 
Cambodia, Indonesia, Laos, The Philippines, Malaysia, Myanmar, 
Singapore, Thailand, and Vietnam. US Brands participating in the 
project include Avon Products, Guess, JC Penny, Polo Ralph Lauren, 
VF, and PVH, as well as European brands such as Debenham’s, 
Hugo Boss, Max Mara and Benetton.

Significant advances in quality control and key product development 
have been put in place to help Thailand increase its exports despite 
unfavorable market conditions in previous years. Mr. Dej 
Pattanasettapong, Former Chairman of the National Federation of 
Thai Textile Industries (NFTTI) states that “Thailand is capable of 
putting itself on the map in the next 10 years due to progress made in 
developing distribution networks, creating sought-after designs, and 
better controlling the production process. For us, design is not simply 
about drawing on a piece of paper or computer, but about setting 
trends in production to ensure continuous quality results.”

“In terms of factors contributing to industry growth,” Mr. Dej 
Pattanasettapong added, “Thai designers are very competent and 
the relevant industries have provided a lot of support. There are many 
Thai designers that are capable of designing without branding, and 
apart from affordable prices, the most important attributes for our 
success are trend-based product development strategies, 
season-targeted design schedules, and of course a high emphasis on 
quality control.”

“We are very pleased to welcome members of the Japan Federation 
this year to BIFF & BIL 2010. Seminars will be also be conducted 
during the fair, such as the Asian Designer Congress, created in 
cooperation with Department of Export Promotion.”

Despite challenges presented to the industry due to political 
disturbances in late 2008, the Thai textiles industry is rebounding 
quickly with an expected growth of 10-15% for 2010. According to 
Mr. Pongsak Assakul of The Thai Textile Manufacturing Association, 
at least part of the credit is owed to development of the Source 
ASEAN Full Service Alliance, or SAFSA. Supported by the US Agency 
for International Development (USAID), the project is a cooperation
between 10 countries of the ASEAN Federation of Textile Industries 
(AFTEX) and the ASEAN Competitiveness Enhancement (ACE) 
Project. The objective is to pair textile manufacturers and garment 
producers with buyers, with the single aim of promoting ASEAN 
countries as a center of trade and service, as well as responding to 
textile and apparel demands of the global market.

Participants of the SAFSA Project consist of textile and clothing 
entrepreneurs from ASEAN member countries, which include Brunei, 
Cambodia, Indonesia, Laos, The Philippines, Malaysia, Myanmar, 
Singapore, Thailand, and Vietnam. US Brands participating in the 
project include Avon Products, Guess, JC Penny, Polo Ralph Lauren, 
VF, and PVH, as well as European brands such as Debenham’s, 
Hugo Boss, Max Mara and Benetton.

Significant advances in quality control and key product development 
have been put in place to help Thailand increase its exports despite 
unfavorable market conditions in previous years. Mr. Dej 
Pattanasettapong, Former Chairman of the National Federation of 
Thai Textile Industries (NFTTI) states that “Thailand is capable of 
putting itself on the map in the next 10 years due to progress made in 
developing distribution networks, creating sought-after designs, and 
better controlling the production process. For us, design is not simply 
about drawing on a piece of paper or computer, but about setting 
trends in production to ensure continuous quality results.”

“In terms of factors contributing to industry growth,” Mr. Dej 
Pattanasettapong added, “Thai designers are very competent and 
the relevant industries have provided a lot of support. There are many 
Thai designers that are capable of designing without branding, and 
apart from affordable prices, the most important attributes for our 
success are trend-based product development strategies, 
season-targeted design schedules, and of course a high emphasis on 
quality control.”

In addition, 
the government and private sectors are striving to achieve the common 
vision of establishing Thailand’s Leather Goods as the Italy of the East. 
This has been achieved by working intensively on R&D and Thai brand 
building in order to create heightened value for Thai products. This year 
will see 252 booths of Thai leather manufacturers participating in BIFF 
& BIL 2010, making it an excellent opportunity to foster potential, 
creativity and innovation within the leather industry.”

Sakol Siksamet, President of the Thai Footwear Association, has been 
in the industry since the inception of the various associations, 
witnessed its phenomenal growth, and gives perspective on what can 
be expected from the future. 

“The Thai Footwear Association was established 25 years ago, when 
competition was not so aggressive and business owners had to handle 
all aspects of production alone,” recalls Sakol Siksamat.

The Department of Export Promotion (DEP) is one 
of our key supporters in this aim and assists us in reaching 
entrepreneurs in order to respond quickly to the demands of the world 
market.”
